
Lower exhaust by removing the two rubber isolators from canister(s) and one below rear axle. Note support exhaust system to 1.
prevent damaging the vehicle.

Remove heat shield(s) by removing (4) 6mm bolts retain heat shield(s) and bolts for reinstallation.2.

Remove rubber plugs from mounting holes in frame rails.3.

Drill a 1-1/8" access hole in the bottom of the frame rails approximately 2" rearward of the forward most heat shield attachment 4.
point. (Between the heat shield mounting holes).

Using the fish wires provided fish the carriage bolts and block plates up through the access holes and down through the mounting 5.
holes leaving the fish wires attached. Note: the shorter block plates go to the rearward attachments.

Tape a 1/2" flat washer to the bottom of each frame rail over the forward mounting bolt.6.

Raise the hitch into position feeding the fish wires through the mounting holes of the hitch.7.

Loosely attach the hitch with the four conical washers and hex nuts provided.8.

Trim the forward inboard corner of the heat shield(s) around the forward attachment bolts so that the heat shield(s) lay flat against 9.
the hitch bracket(s) and reattach the heat shield(s) using 6mm bolts removed in step two.

Tighten all 7/16" fasteners to 50 LB-FT.10.

Raise the exhaust system back into place and reattach all rubber isolators.11.
